Communication Strategies  
•
Use the child’s name at the beginning of any verbal exchange to ensure he/she is paying attention.

•
Keep language simple and concrete

•
Keep language consistent – especially about rules and daily routines

•
Be specific

•
Avoid use of abstracts phrases and sarcasm.

•
Speak slowly, allow for processing time

•
Give a verbal or visual cue when you are giving and completing instructions. 

•
Use visual cues and schedules when appropriate.
